3. All photos should have wire on the back of the frame in order to
properly hang them. The best position for the wire is 1/3 from the
top of the frame.

4. If your photo is for sale include the price as it is displayed plus any
percentage the gallery may charge. NFS should be on the back if
you do not wish to sell your work.

5. All photos should be signed in on the sheet provided at the exhibit.

6. Itis your responsibility to transport your own photos to and from
the exhibit or arrange for a buddy to brings and pick up your work.

7. All subject matter should be family friendly and in good taste.

8. We reserve the right to refuse any photo for any reason.

9. Only members who are current on their dues may exhibit.

Kodachrome had a few problems at birth, but within a year or two became
the premier color film of all time. Nothing has ever surpassed it for resolution and
archival qualities. Sadly, it has essentially died out and only one lab in the world
will still process it, and then only 35mm.

The WPA was a good thing for America at the time, and because they paid
professional photographers to document the program we have a legacy of
photographs, many in color, that realistically documented that period in our
history.

Shooting with My Wife's Camera

Arkansas has an excellent state park system, including Mount Magazine State Park located in the Ozark mountain range.
The lodge and cabins are about three years old, having undergone extensive renovations and new construction. The
facilities are first class and accommodations reasonable. Best of all, Mount Magazine is a great place for scenic and
nature photography.

The park is accessible by automobile and is about a 10 hour drive from Baton Rouge. | found the setting ideal for a recent
family reunion, bringing together people from Louisiana, Arkansas, and Kentucky. Mount Magazine is touted as being the
point of highest elevation in the state of Arkansas. There are extensive hiking trails, overlooks, and camping sites.

An early morning hike was led by Don Simons, park interpreter. Apparently, "interpreter” is the current terminology, having
replaced my earlier acquaintance with "park ranger." The goal was to experience sunrise over the Magazine Mountains.
As usual, | was toting my wife's G9 and hoped to get some good images of the event.

After a short hike, our party arrived at Sunrise Rock. It was still dark, but we knew the light would come suddenly,
providing only a brief window of opportunity to capture the most dramatic images. One of the things | quickly discovered
was that | could obtain the best results holding exposure values from the upper sky, rather than from the final composition.
This technique avoided overexposure of the sky, while allowing distracting foreground detail to go black. | could not have
accomplished this as confidently, if at all, using film. Given the brief interval of opportunity, digital was definitely an
advantage in this situation.

Not far from the cabin where we were staying was a spot used for hang gliding. We had been told that enthusiasts from
several states would gather here for the sport. Sure enough, one afternoon, there were pilots and equipment all over the
place. For two days, we had the pleasure of watching and photographing the event. | was impressed by the friendliness
and acceptance of us "outsiders." As long as we were respectful of their maneuvering space and did not interfere with the
process, we were welcome to observe and photograph the activities.

I learned that hang gliding equipment is quite sophisticated, with impressive instrumentation and personal gear. Helmets
and flight suits appear to be required for serious hang gliding. The gliders themselves are made of high-strength
aluminum tubing covered with colorful plastic film. Most interesting to me was the cocoon-like configuration of the
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fuselage. A running leap toward the steep cliff is followed by quick insertion of feet and legs into the cocoon, resulting in a
very streamlined profile. A strict protocol of stand-by, queuing up for launch, and takeoff is observed. There may be an
extended period of inactivity until wind conditions are favorable.

Wildlife is abundant at the park. Bears, deer, butterflies, birds, and flowers are commonplace, depending on the season.
One of the most frequently seen species of butterfly is the Silver-spotted Skipper. One of the most beautiful and colorful is
the Diana fritillary. | was able to capture several pleasing images of wildlife.

Not far from Mount Magazine is Cove Lake, a beautiful setting for fishing, hiking, and just plain loafing. It turned out to be
a perfect place for image-making as well. My grandchildren could not wait to get in the water. One of my favorite shots is
that of 9-year-old Gregory and 7-year-old Matthew standing knee-deep near the shore, peering intently into the shallow
water.
